What Your Congregation Needs to Provide for a Missionary Visit

- Transportation from/to the nearest airport or to the next church on the missionary’s
schedule. Your Conference or Regional coordinator can provide you with the
missionary’s schedule.

Overnight housing in a local hotel, guest house, or the home of a church member.

- Time for the missionary to be alone apart from any of the host family to rest and have
time to meditate and reflect.

- An invitation to nearby Disciples of Christ and United Church of Christ congregations
to join you in meeting the missionary.

Meals while the missionary is with you.

- An atmosphere open to receiving the “Good News.”
World map or globe.

- The missionary may ask you to provide: slide projector, screen, extension cord and
backup projector bulb, VCR, tape recorder, table to display items/photos,

microphone.
